Recipes for FUN!
Sidewalk Chalk 
Ingredients:
· 2 C. Water 

· 2 C. Plaster of Paris 

· 2 Tbl Tempera Paint (Wet or Dry) 

· Toilet Paper Tubes with duct tape over one end

Combine and stir together all ingredients. Let stand a few minutes. Place tubes on cookie sheet lined with foil or wax paper. Pour mixture into holders, let stand until semi-firm. Remove holders and let dry completely - ready to use in about 1 to 1 1/2 hrs. *(reminder, never pour plaster down sink)
Best Bubble Solution 
Ingredients:
· 1 c Water 

· 2 T Light Karo syrup OR 2 Tablespoons Glycerin 

· 4 T Dishwashing liquid

Mix together and have fun
Bubble Mix 2
Ingredients: 

· 1/2 C Water 

· 1/2 C Liquid Detergent 

· 1 T Cooking Oil
Mix together and use.
Silly Putty 
Ingredients:
	Mix in one bowl:

3/4 cup of water
1 cup glue (such as Elmer's)
	Dissolve in separate bowl:

1 cup water
1 tsp. borax


Add both mixtures together and add any coloring you might want if any. You get a great shiny plastic like silly putty that is really fun! Should be stored the same as play dough. Hope you enjoy it.


Kool-Aid® Play Dough 
Ingredients:
· 1 cup flour 

· 1 tablespoon vegetable oil 

· 1 package unsweetened Kool-Aid 

· 1/4 cup salt 

· 2 tablespoons cream of tartar 

· 1 cup water 

Mix flour, salt, cream of tartar and Kool-Aid® in a medium pot. Add water and oil. Stir over medium heat 3 to 5 minutes. When mixture forms a ball in pot, remove. Knead until smooth. Put in a plastic bag and refrigerate.


Traditional Play Dough 
Ingredients:
· 1 cup flour 

· 1 cup warm water 

· 2 teaspoons cream of tartar 

· 1 teaspoon oil 

· 1/4 cup salt 

· food coloring 

Mix all ingredients, adding food coloring last. Stir over medium heat until smooth. Remove from pan and knead until blended smooth. Place in plastic bag or airtight container when cooled. Will last for a long time.

Mister Rogers' Easy Play Dough
Ingredients:
· 2 cups flour 

· 1 cup water 

Mix together well. You can put dry Kool-Aid or Jell-O in the mix if you want colored dough.


Earth Friendly Play Dough 
Ingredients:
· 1 cup flour (not self-rising) 

· 1/2 cup salt 

· 1 cup water 

· 1 tablespoon vegetable oil 

· 1-1/2 teaspoons cream of tartar 

Mix in saucepan over low heat. (It does not have to heat long.) Dough is ready when it rolls into a ball. Keep dough fresh in an airtight container. If you need to make different colors, add food coloring while mixing over heat.

Cornstarch Clay 
Ingredients:
· 1 cup cornstarch 

· 2 cups salt 

· 1 1/3 cups cold water 

Put salt and 2/3 cup water in pan and bring to a boil. Mix cornstarch with 2/3 cup water and mix well. Blend 2 mixtures together and knead into clay. The dough has to be heated as it is combined to set. Makes about 3 cups. This clay can be air dried and then painted. Store unused clay in airtight container in the fridge.

No-Cook Clay Dough 
Ingredients:
· 3 cups flour 

· 3 cups salt 

· 3 tablespoons alum 

Combine ingredients and slowly add water, a little at a time. Mix well with spoon. As mixture thickens, continue mixing with your hands until it has the feel of clay. If it feels too dry, add more water. If it is too sticky, add equal parts of flour and salt.

Cooked Clay Dough 
Ingredients:
· 1 cup flour 

· 1/2 cup cornstarch 

· 4 cups water 

· 1 cup salt 

· 3 or 4 pounds flour 

· food coloring 

Stir slowly and be patient with this recipe. Blend the flour and cornstarch with cold water. Add salt to the water and boil. Pour the boiling salt and water solution into the flour and cornstarch paste and cook over hot water until clear. Add the flour and coloring to the cooked solution and knead. After the clay has been in use, if too moist, add flour; if dry, add water. Keep in covered container. Wrap dough with damp cloth or towel. This dough has a very nice texture and is very popular with all age groups. May be kept 2 or 3 weeks.

Peanut Butter Dough 
Ingredients:
· 1 cup creamy peanut butter 

· 1/4 cup honey 

· 1 cup instant nonfat dry milk* 

Mix together until smooth. *For milk allergies, you may substitute flour for the instant nonfat dry milk. 
Note that some students may have peanut allergies.  

Kool-Aid Finger Paint
	Ingredients: 

· 2 cups flour 

· 2 packs unsweetened kool-aid 

· 1/2 cup salt 

· 3 cups boiling water 

· 3T. oil 
	Mix wet into dry. The kids love the color change. Then finger paint away.


Flubber
Ingredients:

Solution A: 1 1/2 C. Warm Water 2 c. Elmers Glue Food Coloring 
Solution B: 4 tsp. Borax 1 1/3 C. Warm water 

Mix solution A in one bowl, mix solution B in another bowl. Dissolve both well. Then just pour solution A into solution B, DO NOT MIX OR STIR! Just lift out flubber. I made this with my daughters class, and the teacher & children loved it! It's neater than "Gak" or "slime". And it also a safe chemical reaction for the kids to see. I used a glass bowl for solution B so the kids could see the flubber form in the bowl. It just becomes a big "cloud" of rubbery stuff. Store in baggies. If you half the recipe, you only need to half the solution A and it will work the same.
Clown Paint
	Ingredients:
1/8 C. Baby Lotion 1/4 Tsp Powdered Tempera paint 1 Squirt liquid Dishwashing Soap
	Mix and use. Easily removed by soap and water 
*Note: test on skin first for any possible reactions.
