WEATHER OR NOT

Description:

This competition will test the students' knowledge of meteorological terms, techniques, and
events.

Number of Participants: 2

Approximate Time: 45 minutes

The Competition:

1. Student teams will be given a test on basic weather terms and techniques. Material may
include cloud charts, simple scientific weather instruments (such as thermometers,
barometers, etc.), weather patterns, severe weather photos, major weather events/disas-
ters of the past years and other weather charts, graphs, tables, photographs, drawings,
or diagrams.

2. Questions may also include states of water, water cycle, weather terminology, atmos-
phere, weather instruments and their function, seasonal changes in weather, weather
safety and types of severe weather and watches/warnings.

3. Students may be asked to make readings on a variety of simple scientific weather instru-
ments such as thermometers, barometers, and anemometers.

Scoring:

The winner will be the team achieving the highest score. Ties will be broken by a pre-select-
ed set of questions.
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
